Creation of kits - Each kit is given a unique
identifier. Users can also associate part numbers,
job numbers, etc. with each kit, for easy searching
from withing Gage or Tool InSite. For each kit
an unlimited amount of specific equipment 1.D."s
can be associated. Also, generic specifications for
each needed gage/tool can be used. For example,
instead of adding a specific equipment 1.D., you
can be more generic and specify "any gage that
is active, is a caliper, is manufacturered by ACME,
and has a minimum accuracy of a specified
amount.”" A generic kit item will be chosed by
Gage or Tool InSite whenever the kit is built.

Checking In/Out of Kits - Each Kit can be
checked in or out by users from the standard
Gage and Tool InSite event screens. Instead of
entering equipment, users can simply enter a Kit
Number or search by Part or Job Number. When
appropriate, Kits that don't have available
equipment will automatically suggest alternate
equipment that can be used instead.

Kit History - For each unique kit that is checked
in or out, there is a historical list of each time
the kit has been used. This history can allow
users to quickly check kits back in by
automatically selecting all equipment that went
out with the kit.
